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2022 FCAA Membership Dues Form





Eligibility


Membership is available to grantmaking or philanthropy-serving organizations, as well as philanthropic consultancy, support, advisory, or hosting organizations. FCAA also encourages membership from emerging intermediary community-rooted funding organizations.  


Term


FCAA is transitioning to an anniversary date term, starting on the date membership is received. That means membership would be start the month after payment is received. For example, a payment received in mid-to-late February 2022 would initiate membership for March 2022 – February 2023.  





Investment


Suggested dues are based on an organization’s total HIV-related annual grantmaking, as reported in FCAA’s annual resource tracking report. Member organizations that do not report their data directly may select their member level. The guidelines also provide a range of support that include “base membership”; “sustaining”, the level of support expected from Board members; and, “leadership”, the level of support from those organizations which drive our work forward through grant support above and beyond “membership” support. FCAA has also added new levels for “intermediary funders” and “resource tracking affiliate membership” level.
